An entry of one dog and one hunter is given 20 minutes and 6 shells to find and bag 3 birds.  Points are awarded for time and shells left over, full retrieves and partial retrieves.  The dog is not disqualified for catching a bird.  A scorekeeper will accompany each hunter. All though this is NOT a sanctioned event by Quail Unlimited or the National Bird Dog Challenge, NBDCA rules and guidelines will apply.  The purpose of this stake is to expose hunters to the type of competition available by the National Bird Dog Challenge.  1st place trophy Rosettes awarded for 1-4 place.
